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Brief summary before showing you images of what I do as an architect.

1928
Parents migrates to Fiji (Gum Shan) from Zhong Shan province – family of 9 children – I am number 8.


Primary and secondary school in Suva, Fiji.

1957
Arrived NZ to spend a year at St Peters College to obtain UE to enter university.

1958
Entered 1st year architecture with 60 other students – only Chinese.

1962
Only 10 out the original 60 graduated.

1963–68
Worked for large commercial firm in Auckland to gain valuable experience and become known.  After 6 years I asked my boss whether there was a prospect of becoming a partner.  Left immediately.

1969
After one year of solo practice I joined Mark-Brown and Fairhead who were looking for a partner.  They had been established 15 years.  However condition was full partnership – Mark-Brown, Fairhead, and Sang.

New Partner:  Every 5 years a new young designer.

1980s
Firm had 5 partners, 24 architects and draftsmen, 2 structural engineers, 2 secretaries.  The firm had over 120 projects and personally with my own team had 40 jobs in various stages.

Policy:
Compulsory retirement when 65.  Senior partner retired in 1993, workload was dramatically reduced during 1987 crash.  Firm disbanded and 4 remaining partners each started individual practices.

SAC:
Sang Architects & Co Ltd came into being in 1993.  Today we are a small but busy practice specialising in quality residential work.


We do not employ outside architects on wages, instead we enter into contracts for various projects.  Both my son and daughter are architects and work on contract.

Art:
Being a solo practitioner with no staff wages to pay every week, my interest in NZ art led to other projects;
